June 15, 2010 represented the beginning of the second year of the SEC Interactive Data Mandate, marking both the beginning of mandated detailed tagging for Phase 1 Filers and the addition of many new Phase 2 Filers (with approximately 1,400 companies total having filed as of this writing). In this session, you will learn: 

- Did detailed [levels (i) - (iv)] filings really wind up being 10 times the size of year 1 style [level (i)] filings? 
- How have Filers (and filings agents) coped with detailed tagging, and particularly dimensional tables? 
- What other issues have been unearthed from the first group of detailed Qs (and a handful of Ks too)? 
- Acceleration and deceleration: How were companies impacted by changes in their float, accelerated status and GAAP? 

Mining Data with Data Query Tools 

Whether you want to do a detailed dive into a single XBRL document or find information about filings in broad sweeps, XBRL capable tooling is emerging to let you dig through the data. Using the SEC's EDGAR filings as an example, instance documents can exceed 8 MB in size; 7,500 facts, 1,300 contexts, 100 statement pages (extended link roles) and individual block-text facts in excess of 1 MB - you can't evaluate these by hand efficiently any more. In this session, you will work hands-on with the data query facility of a popular XBRL tool that is readily available for academic use and learn: 

- SQL basics: the standardized vocabulary for accessing information 
- Adopting SQL for XBRL: addressing the information in instances, schemas and linkbases 
- Undocumented features to help you hone in on information 
- Examples of query for quality checks, analysis, and audit
